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The Chamber Orchestra of Philadelphia and Singer/Songwriter/Producer Andrew Lipke Join Forces for “intersect,”a Genre-Blending Series of Interactive Musical Collaborations 
intersect #1 – “The Unfathomable Influence of Beethoven”
Wednesday, November 4, 2015 - World Cafe Live

(Philadelphia)  Beginning Wednesday, November 4, 2015, The Chamber Orchestra of Philadelphia and Philadelphia-based singer/songwriter, composer, and producer Andrew Lipke will present Intersect, a genre-crossing series of interactive collaborations with musicians and composers from a wide range of backgrounds.  Each concert will feature members of the Chamber Orchestra and several of the finest musicians from Philadelphia’s diverse music community in solo performances, inventive collaborations, and world premieres of new compositions. The first season of intersect events will take place November 4, 2015 and February 24 and May 11, 2016. All three events will begin at 7 pm in the relaxed, informal atmosphere of World Cafe Live.  
Guest artists for Intersect #1 include harpist Elizabeth Huston, singer-songwriter Chris Kasper and jazz pianist Anam Owili-Eger and violinist Meichen Liao-Barnes who is the Associate Concertmaster of The Chamber Orchestra of Philadelphia.
Each intersect event will be inspired in part by a composer or a composition featured in a regular season concert of The Chamber Orchestra of Philadelphia. Intersect #1, titled “The Unfathomable Influence of Beethoven” is connected to the Chamber Orchestra’s all-Beethoven concerts taking place November 8 and 9 in the Perelman Theater at the Kimmel Center. For intersect #1, each guest artist will share the stage with Andrew Lipke as they perform a range of original music by Lipke, Owili-Eger and Philadelphia-based composer Jan Krzywicki as well as new arrangements of music by Bob Dylan, The Beatles, Leonard Bernstein, Chuck Berry, among others. Owili-Eger and Kasper have each composed original pieces of music for intersect that are inspired by works of Beethoven that will be performed during the Chamber Orchestra’s subscription concert, including The “Emperor” Concerto and the Symphony No. 2.  Jan Krzywicki will introduce his short work Starscape by describing how Beethoven has influenced his compositional style.
“intersect is a bold new venture showcasing the phenomenal artistry of The Chamber Orchestra of Philadelphia,” declares Music Director Dirk Brossé. “Every intersect event will be a multi-genre exploration of music’s often subtle crossroads. Each concert will also celebrate the common DNA shared by music in all its forms.” Co-host Andrew Lipke, who conceived the intersect format, shares Brossé’s enthusiasm. “intersect is designed to challenge each member of the audience and their conceptions of where one genre of music ends and another begins. In juxtaposing seemingly polar styles, intersect illuminates the intrinsic universality of musical expression.”
Brossé added, “Andrew Lipke is an incredibly talented Renaissance man. I’ve enjoyed developing intersect with him and am really looking forward to the first intersect event the same week I conduct our all-Beethoven program.”

Elizabeth Huston – harpist
Elizabeth Huston grew up on Washington's Olympic Peninsula and is the daughter of two professional musicians. She began playing the harp at 8, and immediately developed an interest in contemporary compositions. While working on her Bachelor's degree at Western Washington University, she collaborated with many composition students on solo harp works and performed at several Composers of Western concerts. She received her Master's degree from Temple University, where she delivered a talk on harp composition at the Temple new music symposium and worked with composers on orchestral harp parts which she performed with the Temple Composer's Orchestra. Elizabeth now works to expand interest and awareness of the harp's capabilities as a new music instrument through public performances, world premieres and workshops.
Chris Kasper – singer, songwriter, producer
Chris Kasper is an American songwriter with a style rooted in folk, rock and blues. His music has been compared to everything from Paul Simon to Beck and draws inspiration from musical greats such as Bill Withers and Levon Helm. Along with 25 years of playing under his belt, Chris’s unique storytelling and lush arrangements, combined with his studio artistry, set him apart as a standout artist of this generation.
Based in Philadelphia, but a true road warrior at heart, the past 12 years have found Chris sharing the stage with the likes of Amos Lee, The Avett Brothers, Tristan Prettyman, Good Old War and The Wood Brothers. A solo performer to be reckoned with, Chris also has collaborative spirit that lends him great strength as a bandleader. He can often be found performing with Philadelphia staples Phil D’Agostino (bass), Kiley Ryan (fiddle) and Daniel “Scrappy” Bower (percussion).
Chris Kasper stepped into the role of producer and arranger for his fourth album, Bagabones, released in 2013. The result is an album of rare depth and true originality that stands up on its own to be recognized. Bagabones was written in a small cabin owned by Chris’s late uncle in West Hurley, NY, just outside the town of Woodstock. The energy of Woodstock danced its way into these songs, along with the calm of Byrdcliffe Mountain and a generous homage to Chris’s musical heroes. Engineered by Matt Muir of Kawari Studios and mastered by Philly soul producer Jim Salamone (Teddy Pendergrass), this record captures a sound rarely found from a self-produced, independent artist. Kelsey Butterworth of The 9:30 Club in DC warns listeners, “…make room in your heart for this record and this artist. This music hits you like a train.”
Bagabones is preceded by The First Hundred Years are the Hardest (2011), Chasing Another Sundown (2009), and FlyingBoy (2006).
Meichen Liao-Barnes - violinist
Meichen Liao-Barnes is Associate Concertmaster of The Chamber Orchestra of Philadelphia. She is a graduate of the Curtis Institute of Music and the Juilliard School where her teachers included Yumi Ninomiya, Arnold Steinhardt, Ivan Galamian, and Dorothy Delay. Upon graduation from the Juilliard School, Meichen was awarded a recital in Town Hall. She continued professional studies with David Arben. Mrs. Barnes has performed with the Lincoln Chamber Players and the Brandenburg Ensemble and has toured with Music from Marlboro.

Solo appearances include the Hartford Symphony, Concerto Soloists, Philly Pops, and the Philadelphia Orchestra as winner of their Greenfield Senior Student Competition. Festival appearances include the Schneider Seminar, Blossom Music Festival, Grand Teton Festival, Sarasota Festival and Meadowmount.

She has appeared with Isadore Cohen, David Soyer, Felix Galimir, and Alexander Schneider. Meichen is a top prizewinner with the Great Neck Symphony, Hartford Symphony, Juilliard Concerto Competition, and the Washington International Competition. She enjoys teaching both privately and at Temple University.
Anam Owili-Eger – jazz pianist, composer

Growing up with a charismatic, hard-drinking grandfather and an insightful yet mentally unbalanced grandmother who (somewhat illegally) homeschooled him until he was nine, Anam Owili-Eger dreamed of becoming an astronomer. Instead, he evolved into a "jazz-soul dreamboat" (A.D. Amorosi, Philadelphia City Paper) whose musings on everything from loneliness and love to paranoia and politics have led to acclaim as "one of the best new songwriters of the past 10 years" (Tim Dillinger, Stave Magazine). 

Defying genres at every turn, Anam's edgy, adventurous and thought-provoking alternative soul music calls to mind such diverse artists as Stevie Wonder, Tori Amos, Gil Scott-Heron and Bjork.

"Playing it safe by doing the same thing over and over is creative suicide," says Anam. "So I suppose in that sense, I've decided not to kill myself." Armed with both "a pure, soulful voice that immediately resonates" (Lior Shamir, Singer/Songwriter Awards) and an idiosyncratic approach to the piano, London's heralded Straight No Chaser magazine lauded Anam's music in their Spring 2007 issue.

Born in State College, PA and raised in Philadelphia, Anam Owili-Eger (pronounced uh-NAHM oh-WEE-lee ee-GAIR) discovered a wide variety of music at an early age: the jazz of the 1940s and 50s, the folk, rock and soul of the 60s and 70s, the classical music of times past, and the pop music of his generation. After fronting and writing songs for Blue Scheme, a jazz-rock band that he co-founded a few years after college, Anam realized he missed playing piano on his own songs and decided to pursue a solo project. In 2006, Anam independently released his debut solo EP, These Subtle Declarations, to critical acclaim. 

Anam’s song, “The Moment” was included on the recent Absolute!! Sounds from Tokyo compilation on the Unique Uncut label. It was subsequently featured on several programs, including Gilles Peterson’s Worldwide International program, BBC Radio 1xtra, and Toronto’s Higher Ground program, which named it a top song of 2008. Anam's music has appeared on a number of radio shows and podcasts including: 89.5 FM CIUT (Toronto, CA), The Goods, 90.3 FM CKUT (Montreal, CA), Beyondjazz.net (Belgium), Novaplanet, Rodon 95FM (Greece), George FM (New Zealand), Off Limits (featured on the Giant Step label's online jukebox), Out the Box (UK), MoveOnUp (Norway) and South China Morning Post Online, to name just a few.
Andrew Lipke - Host
Andrew Lipke – musician, singer, songwriter, producer
Andrew Lipke is a Philadelphia based, South African born composer and multi-instrumentalist active in many different styles of music.  In 2000, Lipke moved to Philadelphia to pursue a degree in composition at The University of The Arts and has since gone on to become a critically acclaimed and sought-after arranger, producer, composer, performer, and educator.  

Andrew is driven by a passion to find the common ground between disparate styles of music, and his career reflects this. He has been featured as a composer, arranger, and/or vocalist with such prominent American orchestras as Pittsburgh Symphony, Los Angeles Symphony, Indianapolis Symphony, Colorado Symphony, North Carolina Symphony, and Colorado Music Festival Orchestra. In addition, he tours the country with the critically acclaimed Led Zeppelin tribute band Get The Led Out.  

Lipke has produced dozens of records for local and regional artists, and released six solo albums. In 2010, Andrew formed the Azrael String Quartet to perform music he had written for his album The Plague which upon release was named one of “50 Best Albums of the Year” by Philadelphia Weekly.  His 2012 work Siddiqah was choreographed by The Columbus Dance Theatre for their production Rock Out, which also included several string quartet arrangements of classic rock songs Lipke completed for the Carpe Diem String Quartet.  In 2013, Andrew wrote a punk rock score for the internationally released EPIX film Back Issues: The Hustler Magazine Story, and in 2014, he had the privilege of completing orchestral arrangements for Blue Note Records artist Amos Lee's sold out show with the Colorado Symphony Orchestra at the legendary Red Rocks amphitheater.  This concert was subsequently released as Amos Lee live from Red Rocks with The Colorado Symphony and prominently featured several of Lipke's symphonic arrangements. 

In 2014, Andrew was commissioned to write a major work for Curtis Institute of Music's string quartet in residence The Aizuri Quartet.  The resulting work, My Love, was an adventurous blend of classical and rock music styles, premiered in Philadelphia on November 6, 2014 to an enthusiastic reception.  
In 2015, Andrew released his sixth studio record called Siddhartha. The first in a series of four works based on the Herman Hesse novel of the same name, Siddhartha has been praised for its "smartly constructed lyrics and gorgeously orchestrated melodies" (A.D. Amorosi, Philadelphia City Paper). The album features collaborations with members of Choral Arts Philadelphia, a premiere chamber chorus and other prominent classical and non-classical musicians from the region.

Valuing music education, Andrew - through his involvement with the Philadelphia based non-profit LiveConnections - has collaborated with several members of the Philadelphia Orchestra and other established local and regional musicians creating cross-genre presentations for under-privileged youth, highlighting the transformative and boundary-crossing nature of music. Through LiveConnections, Lipke was invited to be an artist-in-residence at Philadelphia's Science and Leadership Academy in connection with the commissioning of Julia Wolfe's 2015 Pulitzer Prize winning composition Anthracite Fields.  

Upon an invitation from esteemed maestro Dirk Brossè, Andrew is currently in the early stages of a multi-faceted collaborative relationship with The Chamber Orchestra of Philadelphia and other local and regional musicians, creating cross-genre presentations for under privileged youth, highlighting the transformative and boundary-crossing nature of music, including curating an innovative, cross-genre series titled "intersect." In May 2016, Andrew will present an expanded version of his 2011 album The Plague as an oratorio, performed in concert with Choral Arts Philadelphia, directed by Matthew Glandorf, as part of its popular Bach@7 Cantata Series.

Dirk Brossé – Music Director
Dirk Brossé is passionate about music and has worked all over the world as a conductor and composer. He is currently Music Director of The Chamber Orchestra of Philadelphia and of the Ghent Film Festival. John Williams chose him as Principal Conductor of the Star Wars in Concert World Tour. He is professor of composition and conducting at the School of Arts / Royal Conservatory of Music in Ghent.  
He has composed some 400 works, including concerti, oratorios, Lieder, chamber music, and symphonic works.  He has also composed extensively for cinema, television, and stage. His film soundtracks include Boerenpsalm, Daens, Singularity, and Koko Flanel. His score for the BBC/HBO series Parade's End was nominated for an Emmy Award. He wrote the scores for the musicals Prince of Africa, Daens, Sacco & Vanzetti, Tintin, Rembrandt, Ben X, Pauline & Paulette and 14-18. Following on from Daens, Ben X and Pauline & Paulette, 14-18 is the fourth musical he has written with his friends Frank Van Laecke and Allard Blom.  In 2010, at the request of the Hong Kong Chinese Orchestra, he wrote The Hallow-e'en Dances. This Halloween-inspired work is especially written for age-old, traditional Chinese instruments. He recently composed Haiku Cycle 1, written for Jessye Norman and based on Haiku by European President Herman Van Rompuy. 
Dirk Brossé has conducted many top orchestras, both at home and abroad. Amongst them, the London Symphony Orchestra, London Philharmonic Orchestra, Royal Philharmonic, Vancouver Opera, Opéra de Lyon, Hong Kong Chinese Orchestra, l’Orchestre de la Suisse Romande, and the Philharmonic Orchestras of Brussels, Antwerp, Rotterdam, Basel, Madrid, Porto, Birmingham, Ulster, Shanghai, Hong Kong, Seoul, Queensland, St Petersburg, Los Angeles, and Boston. In 2008, he made his first appearance at the Royal Albert Hall in London, conducting the London Symphony Orchestra. In the summer of 2015, he made his first appearance at the Royal Opera House Covent Garden London. 
He has made more than 80 CD recordings and has collaborated with world-class artists such as José Van Dam, Barbara Hendricks, Julia Migenes, Claron McFadden, Julian Lloyd Webber, Sabine Meyer, Alison Balsom, Salvatore Accardo, John Williams, Toots Thielemans, Hans Zimmer, Elmer Bernstein, Emma Thompson, Kenneth Branagh, Randy Crawford, Lisa Gerrard, Mel Brooks, Maurane, Sinead O’ Connor, Maurice Jarre, Michel Legrand, and Youssou N’Dour. He has worked with directors Stijn Coninx, Frank Van Laecke, Susanna White and Roland Joffé, and with writers Gabriel Garcia Marquez, Seth Gaaikema, and Didier Van Cauwelaert. In September 2015, Brossé's Celloconcerto was recorded by The London Symphony Orchestra. In late 2010, EMI Classics released the 6-CD box set Dirk Brossé, A Portrait in Music. The documentary Brossé, a Destiny in Music by Jacques Servaes received international acclaim. 
Dirk Brossé has been awarded the title "Cultural Ambassador of Flanders," the Flemish Parliament’s Gold Medal for Merit, the Achille Van Acker Prize, the Joseph Plateau Honorary Award, and the Global Thinkers Forum Award for Excellence in Cultural Creativity. In 2010, Dirk Brossé was made an honorary citizen of Destelbergen. In 2013, he was elevated to Belgium’s hereditary nobility, with the personal title of "Sir."

The Chamber Orchestra of Philadelphia
A founding resident company of The Kimmel Center for the Performing Arts, The Chamber Orchestra of Philadelphia is a 33-member professional ensemble led by Music Director Dirk Brossé. The Chamber Orchestra, founded in 1964 by Marc Mostovoy, has a well-established reputation for distinguished performances of repertoire from the Baroque period through the twenty-first century.

The Chamber Orchestra's development was motivated, in part, by the desire to provide performance opportunities to young professional musicians emerging from the Curtis Institute of Music and other regional training programs, but also by a desire to make a substantial contribution to the city and the region's cultural life. In addition to presenting its own productions, the Chamber Orchestra started to develop an entrepreneurial approach by seeking other performance opportunities among the region's presenter/producer community, thereby providing supplementary employment for its members. The ensemble also championed new music, focusing on local composers. In total, the organization has commissioned and premiered over seventy new works. 

In 1994, Ignat Solzhenitsyn, a concert pianist and conducting graduate from the Curtis Institute of Music, joined the Chamber Orchestra as Assistant Conductor. In 1998, he was named Principal Conductor and, ultimately, Music Director in 2004. Maestro Solzhenitsyn, in assuming the position of Conductor Laureate in 2010, remains closely associated with the Orchestra. 

A conductor and composer of international acclaim, Maestro Dirk Brossé now enters his sixth season as Music Director of The Chamber Orchestra of Philadelphia. In the 2015-2016 subscription season, the Orchestra will perform seven concert programs from September through May, six of which will be in the Kimmel Center's intimate, 600-seat Perelman Theater.

Over the course of the ensemble’s rich and diverse history, the Chamber Orchestra has performed with such internationally acclaimed guest artists as Plácido Domingo, Luciano Pavarotti, Vladimir Ashkenazy, Mstislav Rostropovich, Issac Stern, Rudolph Serkin, The Eroica Trio, Jean-Pierre Rampal, The Romeros Guitar Quartet, Julie Andrews, Bernadette Peters, Ben Folds, Elvis Costello, Sylvia McNair, Steven Isserlis, Joseph Silverstein, Ransom Wilson, Gerard Schwarz, Jahja Ling, and Nadja Salerno-Sonnenberg, among others. The ensemble travels regularly, having toured the United States, Europe, and Israel.
